that I shared back in December.   

Shiawassee County “Nixle” Alert System – Important Information for Businesses 

Recently, the Shiawassee Regional Chamber has been forwarding some important business alerts from the 

Shiawassee Sheriff’s Department.  These alerts include shoplifting and other business scams that are occurring 

locally.  Deputy Steven Nobis of the Sheriff’s Dept has provided the following information for anyone wishing to 

subscribe to this free service: 

Several police agencies within the county are already utilizing this information system very successfully. This system 

is named “Nixle” and it is a free service that provides important community information. 

To become a subscriber to Nixle just follow the instructions below. The system walks you through the process. 

1.  Log onto www.nixle.com. 

2. Proceed to Register-Now Free & Easy. 

3. Complete the sign up section 

4. Hit accept 

5. Fill in home location. 

If you wish to get the alerts from Shiawassee County Sheriff’s Office you can pick this option. You also have 

options to access alerts from other public service agencies that are listed. 

You have the option of receiving the e-mail alerts as before and also receiving text message alerts if you so choose. 

Obviously the text alerts will be very short and will be one topic type alerts.  Example: M-52 All Traffic rerouted 

between Bennington and Hibbard Rd. traffic crash. Effective 5:00PM.
